Terry Butler is the Associate Pastor at Vineyard Community Church,
Pomona/Claremont. Terry is a well-known worship leader, songwriter, and
equipper within the Vineyard movement. He has composed such popular songs
as “Psalm19,” “At the Cross,” and “Cry of My Heart.” Terry is committed to
helping raise up the next generation of worship leaders from within their local
contexts to express and celebrate worship in ways that embrace and edify the
cultures in which they serve.
