“All Because of Jesus” – written by Steve Fee and recorded by 
Casting Crowns. This worship song took over four years to write. Steve 
said he 
 had written the verses but couldn’t come up with the chorus. Finally, 
Ephesians 2 made sense to him and he said it felt like it was meant to 
go with the verses all along! 

“Cornerstone” – is the twenty-first album in the live praise and 
worship series of Christian Contemporary music by Hillsong Church, 
which debuted at No. 2 in the U.S.A. iTunes and No. 32 on the 
Billboard 200 chart, also was the No. 1 Christian Album on Billboard 
Christian Top. This verse has been used to promote the album. 
"Together, we are His house, built on the foundation of the apostles 
and the prophets. And the cornerstone is Christ Jesus Himself" (Eph 
2:20 NLT). 

“The Solid Rock” – written by William Batchelder Bradbury.  He was 
born in October 6, 1816 & died in 1868. He spent the first few years of 
his life on his father's farm, and rainy days would be spent in the shoe-
shop.  He loved music, and would spend his spare hours in studying 
and practicing music. In 1830 his parents moved to Boston, where he 
saw and heard a piano & organ for the first time. The effect was to lead 
him to devote his life to the service of music. He wrote the music for 
such familiar hymns as “He Leadeth Me”, “Jesus Loves Me”, “Just As 
I Am”, “Savior Like a Shepherd Lead Us”, “Sweet Hour of Prayer”, 
and “The Solid Rock”. 

 “Jesus” – by Chris Tomlin I hope you’re encouraged no matter where 
you are when you hear this song. Know that Jesus is with you, He is for 
you, and He loves you.”
